Quadrant 1: Personal Information



Contact Information

• Current address =
This should be where students want to receive 
mail correspondence
• Don’t forget apartment number, if applicable
• Students will receive a warning if it appears a unit 

number is missing.

Race & Ethnicity

Parent / Guardian Information
• If dependent, student must enter at least one 

parent / guardian in this section.
• If considered independent, student can opt out 

of this section if you wish.



Other Information
Social Security (SSN)
• Incorrect or missing information could delay 

admission or require you to turn in additional 
documentation.

• DACA students should enter their SSN.
• Statewide Student Identifier (SSID) is on your 

high school transcript.



Financial and Parental Information
• This information is used as part of the application fee 

waiver process.
Student should read the Household Income and Size 
Information carefully.

• Any of the statements apply? Independent
• None of the statements apply? Dependent

Dual Enrollment/College Coursework
• Applicants should specify that they are a Graduating 

High School Senior with College Credit.
• All college courses that will appear on a college 

transcript would be reported on the college coursework 
page

• Applicants will then add the appropriate A-G category to 
each college course manually

• The application will automatically grant a full year of high 
school credit for each college course inputted



High School Coursework
REMINDER: Add summer grade levels 

too if you took A-G courses during 
that summer

REMINDER: Add middle 
school math and/or 
language other than 
English, if applicable



High School Coursework
• Differentiate courses with same titles
• A-G Subject will appear after the course name

Validation
Only available for CA schools with UC CMP data (https://hs-
articulation.ucop.edu/agcourselist).

CSU Validation applies to: Math, Language Other than English (LOTE) and 
Chemistry
• Math – C or better in the second semester of Geometry will validate the first 

semester, C or better in the first semester of Algebra II validates both 
semesters of Algebra I, Statistics will validate Algebra I and Algebra II, but will 
not validate Geometry, Advanced math validates the entire sequence.

• LOTE - C or better in a semester of a higher-level course validates a lower-level 
course

• Chemistry - C or better in the second semester of Chemistry validates the first 
semester

Validation Improvements (Math & LOTE)

• Validation happening when a student was not missing any A-G courses
• Not all courses showed that they were validated



Validation Improvements (Math & LOTE)
• Validation will no longer trigger when courses are 

manually entered in combination with CCGI or CMP 
course entries

Quadrant 3: Supporting Information



The CSU Educational Opportunity Program (EOP)
• Students who are historically low-income and educationally 

disadvantaged who need admission assistance and support services 
to succeed in college.

• The EOP application is built into the Cal State Apply application. 
Students can submit the Cal State Apply application without the EOP 
portion complete and come back to it.

• Student can come back to the EOP portion of the application after they 
submit until January 15th

• Some campuses require students to complete EOP portion earlier 
(November 30th or December 15th) 

The EOP portion has a separate deadline that can vary by campus.

Materials students need to apply to EOP
Two Recommendations are required to apply

One must be from academic counselor/teacher that can 
comment on student’s academic preparedness for university 
academic work
The other can be from an individual who can comment about 
student’s potential to succeed in college.
• Recommenders cannot be self or a family member.
• Must include their names and email addresses on the 

application

Program Materials

• Depending on the campus and major (“program”) 
chosen, there may be items to read and respond to on 
the Program Materials section.

• Students should check this early. Some campuses may 
require additional information for impacted programs
